�1/2 spoon�10 L.������1 spoon�20 L.�����C�2.5 spoons�50 L. �HANDS�OTHER���(0.05%)�4 spoons�80 L.������5 spoons�100 L.�����



* 1 spoon = 1 table spoonful = 15 gr. of HTH













** When the number of spoons is very high ( sol A), use a plastic can equivalent to 40 spoons. You will have measured it and marked it once for all. No other use for this can.

STOOL PIT



Equipment sanitarian



�Stool pit is used to disinfect stools and vomits from the patient



At the entrance: 

The user takes a plastic can containing 1/2 liter of solution A.

BE SURE: 2 or 3 of these cans are always available (already full)

Inside the structure:

The user pours stools or vomits from his bucket in a special drum and rinses the bucket (inside, ouside and the handle) above the drum, using the solution A.

BE SURE: 

The bucket is well disinfected and nothing is poured directly in the pit

Empty regularly the drum in the pit according to its filling.

Exit:

The user washs his hands with solution C and gives back the plastic can.

Solution C has to be available for anal cleaning.

CORPSES



Mortuary sanitarian



�Disinfection of the corpse by yourself or by the relatives under your supervision.

Use (and make the relatives use) gloves and a plastic overall.

Put the corpses in a piece of cotton fabric on a plastic shet 

Plug the corpses’ orifices with cotton soaked with solution A

Wash the entire body with solution A ( cotton)

Wrap up the corpse in the fabric and spray it with sol A.

Disinfect the relatives, spraying them with sol B.

Burn the patient clothes or soak it in sol B��





FOOTBATH



Footbath sanitarian

�Footbath are located at the gates so that everybody (patient, relatives, staff and visitors) disinfects his soles.

Change regularly the solution in the footbath, as soon as it gets too muddy. Take out the mud and the stones. Pour in solution A. 

2 centimeters-layer of solution is enough.

BE SURE: everybody put his shoes in the footbath

Everybody washs his hands with solution C that you will do available.��

CLOTHES

DISHES





Equipment sanitarian,

cook assistant,

washerwoman�The washerwomen wash CIC blankets and fabric, only.

Clothes from the patients are washed by themselves (or relatives)



The washing site is under supervision of equipment sanitarian.



Clothes have to be soaked in solution B during 10 MINUTES. Then wash and rince as usual.



Dishes are disinfected in the kitchen by the cook assistant who soaks them 10 MINUTES in a solution B bowl. Rinse with water.

If dishes from outside are allowed, the relatives disinfect them in the same way at the washing site.

BE SURE: every dish is disinfected.��







SPRAY

Use solution B to spray: bed, floor, slab, wall, fabric, clothes, stetcher, vehicules... everything except food, drink and skin.



At the main entrance, be sure that everybody and everything leaving the CIC is sprayed.��

HANDS



Equipment sanitarian,

footbath sanitarian,�

Handwashes are small containers with tap.

They are located in many places in the CIC: latrines, stoolpits, gates, shelters, tents, kitchen, restroom... 



Sanitarians make sure that the containers are always full of solution C and that everybody wash his hand at these sites.

Solution C can be used also:

- for anal cleaning

- for washing one’s body: for the most contaminated patient and for the staff at the end of his hours of duty. ��

�����SOLUTION B�WATER������PREPARATION�125 ML�50 L��FOR A 5 MG/L�250 ML�100 L��CHLORINATION�0.5 L�200 L���1250 ML�500 L���2.5 L�1000 L��

Sanitation supervisor�

After mixing solution B with water, allow the treatment to be effective: 30 minutes.

Then check the residual chlorine with the pool tester

Value has to be between 0.5 and 0.8 mg/l

The water is ready to use



This water is used only for drinking and preparing ORS

Control the consumption



Check the cleaness of cups used to drink. Advice users to disinfect them regularly by soaking 10 MINUTES in solution B.
